Black History Month 2014
“Civil Rights in America”
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Each year beginning on February 1, an entire month of events is planned nationwide honoring the history and contributions of African Americans.
The theme for Black History Month in 2014 is “Civil Rights in America" chronicling the important milestones by African-Americans and others in the battle for civil rights and equal treatment under the law. The Association for the Study of African American Life and History (AALH) selected this year’s theme to mark the fiftieth anniversary of the 1964 Civil Rights Act.


1964 Civil Right Act
An act to enforce the constitutional right to vote, to confer jurisdiction upon the district courts of the United States of America to provide injunctive relief against discrimination in public accommodations, to authorize the Attorney General to institute suits to protect constitutional rights in public facilities and public education, to extend the Commission on Civil Rights, to prevent discrimination in federally assisted programs, to establish a Commission on Equal Employment Opportunity, and for other purposes
Enacted by the 88th United States Congress
	Signed into law by President Lyndon B. Johnson on July 2, 1964
“This Civil Rights Act is a challenge to all of us to go to work in our communities and our States, in our homes and in our hearts, to eliminate the last vestiges of injustice in our beloved country.

So tonight I urge every public official, every religious leader, every business and professional man, every workingman, every housewife I urge every American to join in this effort to bring justice and hope to all our people and to bring peace to our land.

My fellow citizens, we have come now to a time of testing. We must not fail.”
Excerpt from Public Statement by Lyndon B. Johnson on July 2nd 1964
